We had a very informative workshop last weekend – thank you to 
TACA for organizing and sponsoring this event. A panel of 
professionals presented on how to apply for and participate 
successfully in craft shows. Thanks to Wendy Outland, Marcia 
Christensan, Dale Baucom and Brianna Rockstadt-Kincaid. Wendy 
presented from the perspective of a professional who helps 
artists prepare their work for presentation to juried shows. 
Marcia presented gave information about how to present oneself 
professionally from the perspective of a juror. Dale has been 
doing craft shows for years and was able to share with us the 
evolution of his booth display and perspectives from someone who 
does craft shows as part of his income. Brianna was able to 
provide very useful information on doing shows from the 
perspective of an artist who has recently started the show 
circuit. One big take home message from Wendy and Marcia was 
make sure whatever you present for juried shows includes 
professional quality digital images so your presentation  can ‘wow’ 
a jury.  Dale and Brianna emphasized being able to sell yourself 
and your product during shows is important to being successful 
and having a booth that is simple in design. 
Another item that I heard some of the TACA members say it was 
best to keep you prices consistent everywhere that you have 
work in a given area.   For instance, if you are showing at a 
festival in an area where you have work in a gallery, don’t 
undersell the gallery.
